Kite Festival The Morro Bay Kite Festival, typically held in April, fills the sky with vibrant colors as kites of all shapes and sizes take flight. This event is a fun-filled day for families, with kite-flying contests, kite-making workshops, and entertainment for all ages.

Morro Bay Triathlon This destination triathlon event takes place on Morro Bay's waterfront on November 5, 2023, beginning with a harbor swim, or if you prefer, a kayak or SUP paddle. This unique event has Olympic and Sprint distance courses that take participants on a bike ride along iconic Highway 1, and ends with a run on the beach boardwalk, over the sand dunes and along the beach, ending at the picturesque Morro Rock.

The Western Surfing Association (WSA) is the oldest amateur surfing association in the USA and, by far, the largest on the West Coast. The WSA, established in 1961, is a California non-profit corporation dedicated to promoting and preserving the sport of surfing through fun, family oriented surf competitions.

Lighted Boat Parade On December 2nd at 6 p.m., the official Lighted Boat parade will light up the night. Be dazzled as our fishing, leisure and yachting community take to the water with decorated boats with dazzling lights and holiday cheer. Ooh and aah as participating boats compete for prizes and celebrate the holiday wonder along the Embarcadero.

Santa will be welcoming families the first three weekends of December on Fridays and Saturdays from 4 p.m. to 8 p.m. and Sundays from 12 p.m. to 4 p.m. On December 1st, Santa will be at the Tree Lighting at City Park and will return to his house at 6 p.m.

Morro Bay Winter Bird Festival From January 11-15, 2024, the Winter Bird Festival celebrates the diverse bird species that inhabit the Morro Bay area. Bird enthusiasts and nature lovers come together to participate in guided birding tours, workshops, and educational talks focused on avian conservation and ecology.

Cruisin Morro Bay Car Show 2023 Join us from May 2-4, 2024 for a stunning display of classic cars, hot rods, and vintage vehicles. Car enthusiasts from all around gather to showcase their prized automobiles and enjoy a weekend of automotive nostalgia.

The event offers flat and more challenging  50, 75 and 100-mile routes that follow scenic Highway 1 for every type of cyclist.
